2025 was a good year for the club. The Chairman and Committee should be commended for continuing to take decisions promptly and following them up with actions.

This means that the re-decorated Clubhouse now offers a much warmer welcome with new WIFI, extended window-sills and stools allowing parents to watch their kids whilst working on laptops and a pay-as-you go coffee machine which creates revenue and adds to hospitality.

Decrepit sheds have been replaced and wonky paths repaired.
